Thursday- Encouragement

Hebrews 3:13 (New International Version, ©2010)

13 But encourage one another daily, as long as it is called “Today,” so that none of you may be hardened by sin’s deceitfulness.

· Discuss and find out what encourages your spouse the most. Then commit to encouraging one another daily. Pray to encourage one another sincerely and in the way that would be most encouraging to your spouse.

Friday- Honesty

Ephesians 4:25 (New International Version, ©2010)

 25 Therefore each of you must put off falsehood and speak truthfully to your neighbor, for we are all members of one body. 

· Discuss whether you think you could be honest with your spouse. What would help you to be more honest with your spouse? What could you do to encourage more honesty from your spouse?
Saturday- Intimacy
1 Corinthians 7:3-5 (New International Version, ©2010)

3 The husband should fulfill his marital duty to his wife, and likewise the wife to her husband. 4 The wife does not have authority over her own body but yields it to her husband. In the same way, the husband does not have authority over his own body but yields it to his wife. 5 Do not deprive each other except perhaps by mutual consent and for a time, so that you may devote yourselves to prayer. Then come together again so that Satan will not tempt you because of your lack of self-control. 

· Discuss whether you are meeting each other’s needs in the area of intimacy. Consider that intimacy does include but is not limited to sex. Discuss some of the ways that as a couple you could grow in your intimacy.

Sunday- Finance

Proverbs 21:5 (New International Version, ©2010)

 5 The plans of the diligent lead to profit 
   as surely as haste leads to poverty.

· Discuss your finances…do you have a budget? Are you aware how much debt you have and do you have a plan to pay it off? Discuss ways that you could be better stewards of the money that God has entrusted you with.
Monday- Parenting / Family Life

Matthew 5:16 (New International Version, ©2010)

16 In the same way, let your light shine before others, that they may see your good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven. 

· Discuss how your family life could be more of a light to your family and friends. Is your schedule conducive to reaching out to others? If you have children are you getting quality time with them? Discuss the areas that you would like to grow in to be a better parent to your child/children.
Tuesday- Goals & Expectations

Ephesians 3:20-21 (New International Version, ©2010)

 20 Now to him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us, 21 to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for ever and ever! Amen. 

· Discuss some goals and expectations for your marriage and family life. Of all the topics discussed this week, which was the most difficult to talk about? Which area do you have to work on the most? What are some of the goals that you both want to set for your marriages? What dreams do you have for your family? Commit to praying for these things with  Ephesians 3:20 in mind and remember the God “ is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine”.
